Through Christian nurture, each one of us grows in our knowledge of what it means to be the people of God in our world. We provide education for children and young people from preschool to Year 8. Children and young people’s work each Sunday during the church service at 10:00 am. A crèche is available for babies and toddlers up to age 2. We also support the mid-week work of Scouting and Guiding as they meet in our church. 

Weekly youth group gatherings encourage teenagers to spend time together.

Adult study and reflection happens throughout the year through Bible Study House Groups, Women’s spirituality gatherings and the Men’s Group. In our adult gatherings, we seek to embrace the mystery of God’s presence in our lives as we explore, question and talk together. There are special classes throughout the year for adults and young people who want to become baptised & confirmed,

We respond to individuals in times of crisis such as illness or bereavement. We keep in touch with members who are housebound or who now live in nursing homes and can no longer come out to church. Our ministry personnel and our trained volunteer visitors want to make this church a caring community where each person is able to feel the love of God being shared with one another. 

We are passionate about Fair Trade & World Justice Issues. We are called to seek justice and equality for others.
