Eric born in 1942 in South London, married Pat in 1963. Forty-five years, six children and seven
grandchildren later, they are still together: ‘A miracle of grace on her part,” he says. He loves reading,
music, crosswords, good red wine, dog walking, books on World Wars, and is an avid ‘Goon Show’ fan.

Following years of itinerant evangelism, in 1988 he studied at Trinity College Bristol and entered Parish
ministry in January 1993, at St Lawrence Kirkdale, in inner-city Liverpool. He calls it “The place where |
relearned the power of the gospel.’

In May 1996 Eric became Vicar of St Luke’s Maidstone. He is Chairman of The Spirit & The Bride Trust,
a trust dedicated to ‘Seeking revival while watching for His return’. He loves what he does and feels he
is ‘one of the luckiest men alive.’

In August 2008, Eric set the world record by preaching outdoors for 24 hours on a busy street in the
centre of Maidstone where he is Vicar. It reignited a passion for proclamation in the public square.
